� You must have a Java enabled (compatible) 

browser with 128 bit encryption to view the 
streaming video. These include Internet Explorer, 

and Netscape. The recommended browser is 
Internet Explorer version 5.5 or higher, but you 

can use Netscape Navigator 6.0 (or higher). 

 
� You can download the latest versions of browsers

� If you would like to take a snapshot of your child, 

you can click the “Snapshot” link.  A box will pop 

up that allows you to print, save, or exit the 
Snapshot area. 

 
� If you click “Print”, your default printer will be 

selected allowing you to print the snapshot photo. 
 

If you click “Save”, a box will display asking where you 
would like to save the image on your computer’s hard 

drive. Saving the snapshot to your hard drive will allow 
you to view it in the future or attach the photo to an 

email. 
 

� Click “Exit” to leave the snapshot area.

� You can enlarge the video by clicking the “Resize” 
link under the video display box. This enlarges the 

video (you may lose some video quality), to return 
to a normal resolution click the “Resize” link 

again. 
 

� If you do not have a “Resize” link, try clicking on 
the video box itself. This may also enlarge the 

video in some of the KidsVision systems. Click the 
video box again, to return to a normal resolution.
